Composer Kevin Schlei and visual artist Lynn Tomaszewski bring Lynden into the 21st century with a multi-media installation entitled Drams, Whits, Scintillas. Employing video, sound and drawing, Drams, Whits, Scintillas carries the garden into the gallery and spreads back out onto the grounds. Tomaszewski begins with video of visitors walking in the sculpture garden, recontextualizing it as part of a projected generative drawing in the gallery, and Schlei creates an outdoor multi-channel sound piece in dialogue with Tony Smith’s The Wandering Rocks (1967-1969).

Amy Cropper and Stuart Morris share an interest in nature and culture and in the role of public art as a link between artist and community. They have both worked with natural materials and processes, and explored the tension between natural and manmade materials; they view each work they create as a portal to engage viewers in a dialogue with the piece and its surroundings. Their installation at Lynden will call attention to the beauty and sculptural significance of the natural objects—trees, rocks—in the sculpture garden. Outdoor objects will be altered in environmentally friendly and reversible ways—using color, for example—to bring them into a conversation with the sculptures. The artists will also deploy the transformative power of the gallery space to re-cast natural objects as works of art: placed in the pristine gallery, the sculptural qualities of these unaltered forms will be heightened. Ultimately, Cropper and Morris will transform the familiar into the unfamiliar, inviting us to think differently about what we see.

Lynden’s two- and five-day camps integrate our collection of monumental outdoor sculpture with the natural ecology of 40 acres of park, ponds, and woodland, creating a unique hands-on experience of art in nature for children aged 6-14. Camps feature environmental programs with our aquatic-biologist-in-residence, visiting artists, and the opportunity to explore a wide variety of art media in our art studio. Teaching-artist-in-residence Sally Duback offers a puppet camp that begins with pulp made from natural materials found at Lynden; other camps include Garden Animals, Earthworks, Art | Elements, The Sculptor’s Process and Artists’ Exchange.
COMING UP IN JULY AND AUGUST
Jonathan Lippincott, author of Large Scale: Fabricating Sculpture in the 1960s and 1970s, will be visiting Lynden in July to talk about some of the works in the collection that were fabricated at Lippincott, Inc. in Connecticut (watch our calendar or blog for specifics). Jonathan’s father, Donald, founded Lippincott with Roxanne Everett, blazing a trail for artists who wanted to produce large-scale works. On July 23 we partner with Alverno Presents to bring Eiko+Koma to Lynden for an outdoor performance and participatory picnic. Tickets will go on sale through Alverno Presents shortly. The week of August 8, teaching artist-in-residence Sally Duback will offer Dimensional Papermaking, a pulp intensive for adults. And on August 21 we open our final Inside/Outside exhibition, this one co-curated by Piper Marshall and John Riepenhoff.
