Peg and Harry Bradley began collecting monumental sculpture in 1962 with the purchase of Gerhard Marcks’s The Bremen Town Musicians (1951). In the decade prior to that, the Bradleys had been acquiring small sculptures, as well as paintings and works on paper, and Peg Bradley continued to collect small sculpture after she began to actively seek large works for Lynden. 

The eight works in this exhibition give us some insight into Peg Bradley’s interests and collecting habits. She bought from galleries with whom she had long-standing relationships—M. Knoedler, Fine Arts Associates, Galerie Louis Carré--and it is likely that she purchased particular pieces after she saw them in exhibitions on 57th Street or in the 8th arrondissement. Most of the work was new, and made by often peripatetic 20th-century European and American artists (Mary Callery and Milton Hebald left the United States for Paris and Rome, respectively; Hans Hartung made his way to Paris after completing his art studies in Germany). As this small sample shows, Peg Bradley collected both figurative and abstract works (sometimes both from the same artist) and was broad-minded about materials; in addition to these sculptures, other works in the collection are made of various metals, stone, glass and plexiglass.

Until the outdoor yoga season returns, Heather Eiden--ceramic artist, art educator and yoga instructor--brings us indoors for a series of monthly workshops focusing on each of the seven chakras or energy centers. The workshops explore the energy system of the human body through yoga poses, Vinyasa flow (connected poses) and artmaking. The solar plexus is a complex network of nerves in the upper abdomen, and—appropriately for the new year--awareness of the solar plexus enables you to bring dreams and goals into being. Heather will be joined by Michele Brielmier, a registered acupuncturist, who will demonstrate how to regulate the life force flow of energy, or qi, with acupressure; the yoga sequence will focus on energy, will power, and increased drive towards goals. The Lynden Sculpture Garden launches its winter session of studio classes for young people aged 3-12. These classes focus on three-dimensional artmaking--though we will also do plenty of painting, drawing and collaging--and make use of Lynden’s special resources: the collection of monumental sculpture and 40 acres of park, lake and woodland. Taught by experienced art educators, classes combine creative expression with an age-appropriate understanding of media, processes and techniques. Classes meet once a week for eight weeks and include Garden Animals (ages 3-5); The Bremen Town Musicians & Other Tales (ages 4-7); Make It New (ages 6-9); Art Explorers (ages 7-12); and Sculptor's Process (ages 9-12).

New this semester! Our partner Alliance Française will offer Les Amis, a beginning French class for children aged 7-12 on Saturday mornings. This is a perfect opportunity for your child to learn French while their younger sibling is in the art studio, or to make it a morning at Lynden with Les Amis followed by Art Explorers.

Fo Wilson, artist and assistant professor at Columbia College in Chicago, is jurying the exhibition for the Southeast Chapter of WVA; it remains on view through March 2.  Our Winter Carnival returns on Saturday, February 11, from 10 am-4 pm. Count on a day of outdoor art-making devised by Sara Caron (last year’s You Snow Grand Prize winner) and Ashley Jahnke; studio activities; tours; tree walks; and whatever winter activities the weather permits. And of course Heather Eiden will be back at the end of February with her fourth workshop on the seven chakras, this one focusing on the heart (in the aftermath of Valentine’s Day!).
