The Wisconsin Visual Artists juried exhibition features the works of WVA Southeast Chapter members. Juror Fo Wilson, assistant professor at Columbia College in Chicago, has chosen 32 works by 26 artists. Taking the location of the exhibition at Lynden as her starting point, Wilson focused on sculptural form. The sculptures range from intimate tabletop pieces to large outdoor works.
