THE MINGEI TRADITION IN THE MIDWEST: WARREN MACKENZIE AND BEYOND

From its inception, Mingei ceramic practice has had an ambivalent relationship with the notion of the master. The early Mingei manifestos drew on the belief of John Ruskin and William Morris in the transformative power of simple, beautiful, functional, objects, but they located these essential forms in an anonymous folk memory. Nonetheless, master potters like Shoji Hamada and Bernard Leach—who served as a conduit between British and Japanese potters—were extremely influential and the individuality of their work was highly prized. Warren MacKenzie left Minnesota for St. Ives in the late ‘40s to apprentice himself to Leach, and on his return established a ceramics program at the University of Minnesota, and a pottery of his own, that became the nucleus of a Midwestern Mingei tradition. An undisputed master, MacKenzie has hewn closely to many of the original Mingei ideals, living a simple life, sitting at his wheel every day, producing an infinite series of variations on a small repertoire of functional forms. This exhibition, organized by Lynden’s Executive Director Polly Morris and ceramicist Linda Wervey Vitamvas in conjunction with the 2014 NCECA conference, focuses on the Mingei tradition in the Midwest, and is built outward from MacKenzie’s work. The exhibition will include work by Bernard Leach and Shoji Hamada, as well as pieces by Randy Johnston, Jan McKeachie Johnston and Mark Pharis, three ceramicists trained or influenced by MacKenzie who have made creative adaptations to the living tradition as it continues to thrive in the Midwest.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich’s durational installation, grow, occupies Lynden’s interstitial spaces. The plant-like forms, made from manipulated recycled plastic bags, will grow and spread over the period of a year or so, eventually spreading to other locations. Many parents are startled and unnerved by the way today’s media, marketers and manufacturers are sexualizing and stereotyping ever-younger girls—all-pink aisles in toy stores, ultrasexy Halloween costumes in tween sizes—but feel powerless to do much about it. Melissa Wardy, a mother of two, was frustrated--and then she channeled her frustration into activism. She created a website to sell T-shirts with girl-positive messages; started blogging and swapping parenting strategies with families around the world; began writing letters to corporate offenders; and worked with parents through workshops and social media. Amidst all the sexualized messages and gendered marketing of clothes and toys, Wardy encourages moms and dads to take a stance and start redefining girlhood even before a daughter is brought into the world. Redefining Girly: How Parents Can Fight the Stereotyping and Sexualizing of Girlhood, from Birth to Tween is the how-to guide for parents, family members and teachers who are concerned about how to raise confident and empowered girls in today’s hypersexual culture. Offering the tips, tools and facts needed to guide girls successfully through girlhood, Wardy inspires parents to teach media literacy to girls; encourage girls to advocate for themselves; discuss body image in a healthy way; and introduce kids to creating their own media. Lynden welcomes winter with a day of outdoor art-making, studio activities, tours and tree-walks, and whatever winter activities the weather permits. Elisabeth Albeck and Neil Gasparka are planning this year’s events, assisted by Jenna Knapp, Willy Dintenfass, Braden Baer, Ashley Janke and Sarah Luther. Artist Caleb Engstrom is flying in from New York to create an outdoor ice cinema, and you'll be able to help him make seats and your own stop motion animations for the day-long screening. Artist-in-residence Ashley Janke will conclude her year as a Lynden artist-in-residence with a final exhibition in the nAbr gallery, this one featuring Ashley Morgan's Let's Build Something Together. Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.
