Orville Bulman (1904-1978) was a successful Midwestern businessman and largely self-taught artist. During the early 1950s he happened upon pictures of Haiti in travel brochures and admired the island’s style, verve and gracefully trimmed houses. A subsequent visit to Haiti had a profound influence on his increasingly fantastical artmaking. This exhibition examines the role played by Haiti in the imagination of a Midwestern businessman whose popularity among his society patrons— the Duchess of Windsor and Robert F. Kennedy, among others, collected his works, and Peg Bradley, who knew Bulman in Florida, owned as many as 18 of his paintings at one time--served to perpetuate an image of the country as a quaint, colorful, prelapsarian paradise. Also on view: watercolors of Haiti by Oscar Sanchez.

Friends and family are invited on the final Saturday to watch as we test the coracle’s seaworthiness in a voyage across the small pond.
