Haiti and the Midwestern Imagination

Orville Bulman (1904-1978) was a successful Midwestern businessman and largely self-taught artist. During the early 1950s he happened upon pictures of Haiti in travel brochures and admired the island’s style, verve and gracefully trimmed houses. A subsequent visit to Haiti had a profound influence on his increasingly fantastical artmaking. This exhibition examines the role played by Haiti in the imagination of a Midwestern businessman whose popularity among his society patrons— the Duchess of Windsor and Robert F. Kennedy, among others, collected his works, and Peg Bradley, who knew Bulman in Florida, owned as many as 18 of his paintings at one time--served to perpetuate an image of the country as a quaint, colorful, prelapsarian paradise. In Gos Sa Mer, their first collaborative endeavor, artists Santiago Cucullu + Ester Partegàs examine the paradoxical relationship between the seemingly natural environment of the Lynden Sculpture Garden and the industrial appearance of the sculptures installed within it. The landscape and sculpture at Lynden give rise to a series of oppositions: nature/culture, organic/industrial, shades of colors/primary colors, roundness/sharpness, to name a few. In Gos Sa Mer, Santiago Cucullu and Ester Partegàs scrutinize these dualities, questioning their polarity and undermining our assumptions about which end is which. The artists develop an intrinsic dialogue that reverses charges and blurs boundaries: in this dialogue, trees become pillars, and sculptures, living beings. The arboreal landscape appears as a camouflaged installation of vertical structures, modular and architectural, and the sculptures are re-imagined as branches and fruit insinuated among the vertical forms. The sculptures’ very failure to live up to the Minimalist ideal of purity of form, material, color and installation--the works at Lynden get dirty and scratched, their colors fade; they are in need of constant maintenance—allows Cucullu and Partegàs to suggest that they are alive and in need of human care. In addition to an installation in the gallery, Gos Sa Mer includes works on paper and a sculpture that incorporates hand-painted T-shirts. Taking a line from John Cage, "Mind Can Change," as our starting point, this workshop will explore a number of writing strategies of the historical and contemporary avant-garde. Following on writers and visual artists such as Cage, Joe Brainard, Dada, the Surrealists, and others, we will make use of the Lynden Sculpture Garden facilities to explore collaboration, non-narration, field poetics, disjunction, appropriation, and other artistic approaches to escape the codifications of daily language use. The avant-garde in our terms will not only signify a stance against the over-simplified and unimaginative, but for and toward the creation of art as new, synchronistic, immediate, and unprecedented experience. At the end of the week we will celebrate the work we have produced together with a public reading and reception.
Rod Smith is the author of Deed (University of Iowa Press, 2007) and nine other books of poems, including Music or Honesty, Poèmes de l’Araignées, and In Memory of My Theories. He has taught creative writing at George Mason University, and was a visiting writer at the Iowa Writers' Workshop in the spring of 2010. He edits the journal Aerial, publishes Edge Books, and manages the independent Bridge Street Books in Washington, D.C. Smith is also editing, with Peter Baker and Kaplan Harris, The Selected Letters of Robert Creeley.
