KYOUNG AE CHO: ONE AT A TIME

The third in a series of exhibitions that examine--in various combinations and with some latitude for digression--women, nature and science. Kyoung Ae Cho presents recent, or recently completed, work. Much of it involves the painstaking collection of things over a long period of time, as in M-a-r-k-i-n-g, which references a Korean custom of collecting one’s own hair as it is shed in the course of daily life; or the slow accretion of small objects to produce a whole, as in her 10-foot-square quilt of artificial flowers. Cho’s practice is never far from nature: she collects fallen leaves and twigs for her hangings and closely observes the flowers and insects in her garden, recording their behavior in startling, almost voyeuristic photographs.

Yevgeniya Kaganovich’s durational installation, grow, occupies Lynden’s interstitial spaces. The plant-like forms, made from manipulated recycled plastic bags, will grow and spread over the period of a year or so, eventually spreading to other locations. Their growth rate is determined by the number of bags accumulated in an official recycling bin at Lynden. New plantings are made at monthly grow workshops (see Workshops, below).

In the mid-1980s, AIDS hysteria and homophobia were rampant.Fear and ignorance led to increased discrimination, especially in the classroom. Set in 1983, The Rooms Are Filled is the beautifully heart-wrenching story of two castaways brought together by vastly different circumstances. At nine years old, Michael Nygaard is transplanted from his Minnesota farm to suburban Chicago after his father dies abruptly. Simultaneously, Julia Parnell escapes to the same suburb in hopes of beginning her life anew after a failed attempt to live openly with her lifelong girlfriend, Rose. In his new town, Michael doesn’t fit with the characters that surround him; he finds temporary refuge with his proper, young—closeted—teacher, Miss Parnell. When Julia’s secret is exposed, she faces a choice: accept herself or deny her true nature. Michael must also choose whether to simply endure or fight back. Yevgeniya Kaganovich and her student assistants take up residence in the studio to make the next “planting” of grow, Kaganovich’s durational installation. Drop in to watch or participate as Kaganovich fuses the layers of plastic to create a surface similar to leather or skin, molds the skin into plant-like volumes, stuffs the volumes with more bags, and connects the forms with plastic bag “thread.” Tasks include cutting sheets and strips; fusing sheets and tubes; sewing bulb forms and connecting them to bases; crocheting tubes and necks; stuffing stalks; and assembling the plants.

COMING UP IN JUNE
June begins with What Is the Shape of Your Body as It Moves through the World?, a poetry workshop with writer-in-residence Bhanu Kapil, offered in collaboration with Woodland Pattern Book Center (June 2-5). Even if you are unable to attend the workshop, you can attend Kapil's reading at Woodland Pattern on June 1 or the reading by workshop participants on June 5. Tai Chi in the Garden with Angela Laughingheart resumes in two four-week sessions, one meeting on Sunday afternoons, the other on Wednesday mornings. We will be alternating yoga and tai chi every month; the four-week Yoga in the Garden session with Heather Eiden begins on June 29.  We have several workshops planned, including Ceramic Handbuilding: Trays, Tiles and Trivets (June 9); a Father's Day session of Tai Chi for Daddy and Me with Angela Laughingheart (June 15); Wearable Felt Flowers with Jane Moore (June 21); and Bonsai for Teens (June 22); a bookmaking workshop with Carey Watters (June 28); and Textile Marbling with Jamie Lea Bertsch (June 29). For those of you who missed your opportunity to Build Your Own Canoe with All Hands Boatworks this winter, or if you want to add to your fleet, we are offering a two-weekend boat build on June 21-22 and June 28-29; two canoes sizes available this time. Because we believe that the weather will finally turn in June, we will be launching two special summer tour opportunities that will recur each month: a patio sculpture tour for those with limited mobility (June 15) and a Wednesday evening nature walk with Naomi Cobb (June 18) that takes advantage of our late hours on Wednesdays. Regular activities include a grow workshop (June 8); Tuesdays in the Garden (June 10 and June 17) and Wednesdays in the Garden (June 11 and June 18)--the theme is shapes in art and nature); and a dog day on June 21.
