Inside/Outside: Amy Cropper & Stuart Morris

Artist-led Tour & Picnic: Wednesday, August 10 beginning at 5:30 pm

Amy Cropper and Stuart Morris share an interest in nature and culture and in the role of public art as a link between artist and community. They have both worked with natural materials and processes, and explored the tension between natural and manmade materials; they view each work they create as a portal to engage viewers in a dialogue with the piece and its surroundings. Their installation at Lynden calls attention to the beauty and sculptural significance of the natural objects—trees, rocks—in the sculpture garden. Outdoor objects have been altered--using color and placement, for example—to bring them into a conversation with the sculptures. The artists also deploy the transformative power of the gallery space to re-cast natural objects as works of art: placed in the pristine gallery, the sculptural qualities of these unaltered forms are heightened. Ultimately, Cropper and Morris transform the familiar into the unfamiliar, inviting us to think differently about what we see.

Large Scale: A Talk with Jonathan Lippincott

Wednesday, July 13, 2011 – 6:30 pm

The 1960s and 1970s, when Peg Bradley was amassing the collection now on view at Lynden, were rich and important decades for modern sculpture. The founding of the NEA, the proliferation of Percent for Art programs, and growing interest on the part of artists in showing work outdoors and exploring industrial fabrication resulted in an outpouring of new work.  

The question of how to make these very large works—too large for an artist’s studio, and often requiring highly specialized fabrication for their realization—was one that Donald Lippincott and Roxanne Everett set about answering when they founded Lippincott, Inc. in North Haven, Connecticut in 1966. Lippincott was the first fabricator dedicated exclusively to making large scale sculpture, and the model Lippincott and Everett established for producing and financing these projects launched a new era of collaboration between artists and fabricators.

We are delighted to welcome Jonathan Lippincott, Don’s son and author of Large Scale: Fabricating Sculpture in the 1960s and 1970s, to the Lynden Sculpture Garden for an illustrated talk. Jonathan will take a close look at several of the sculptures in the Lynden collection that were fabricated at Lippincott, and will consider other works produced at Lippincott by artists represented in the Lynden collection. The talk, like Large Scale, will provide a fascinating window into the fabrication process; the road from shop to galleries, museums, private collections and public art shows; and into what many have called the golden age of public art. A book signing will follow the talk, courtesy of Boswell Book Company.
Eiko & Koma: Raven

Raven is the centerpiece of Eiko & Koma’s recently inaugurated Retrospective Project, a three-year, multi-site project, which includes performances, exhibitions, installations, lectures, videos and publications. Raven is primarily made for a gallery space, to be performed without theatrical lighting and with the audience in close proximity. However, Raven is also malleable—“radically scalable” in length and configurable for venues as diverse as proscenium stages, black boxes, and outdoor sites such as the Lynden Sculpture Garden.

The motifs of Raven originate from their 1991 work Land where Eiko & Koma created their own archaic landscape, a site of perseverance actively imagined and kinetically felt by performers and audience alike. For Raven, Eiko & Koma also draw on themes from their newest work Hunger (2008; seen at Alverno Presents in October of that year), showing that it is not only humans who are hungry—land, animals and spirits are also hungry for nourishment and intimacy. Raven meditates on how land, though often assaulted by humans, perseveres while also remembering its past. By evoking the image of a raven, an animal recognized in many cultures as a source of power and myth, the work will take on new meaning—both individual and universal—at each performance site.

Since 1972, Japanese-born choreographer/dancers Eiko & Koma have created a unique and riveting theater of movement out of stillness, shape, light and sound. Their subjects are elemental; their message pitiless yet humanistic. Both their choreography and stagecraft are characterized by bold, highly theatrical strokes. The result is stark, infused with relentless stillness that subverts and transcends our everyday notions of time and space. Eiko & Koma use the vulnerability of their own dancing bodies to invite the audience's empathy. 

WORKSHOPS & CLASSES
Art for the Birds Workshop

This drop-in workshop is truly for the birds. Somewhere between 100 million and 1 billion birds in North America are killed by flying into windows each year. Migrating birds are at particular risk. Lynden has more than its fair share of windows, often invisible to birds, and we invite you to take part in this collaborative project to help keep birds safe at the sculpture garden. Using paint markers on vinyl, we’ll create a line collage using projected images from the sculpture garden as inspiration. The collage will reduce the reflective surface of the large glass windows. Drop in anytime between 12:30 and 2:30 pm and bring your digital camera or smart phone to add to the photo file.

Teaching-artist-in-residence Sally Duback offers a puppet camp that begins with pulp made from natural materials found at Lynden; other camps include Garden Animals, Earthworks, Art | Elements, and The Sculptor’s Process.
